Summary
Chimney Pines Homeowner's Association, in Eden Prairie, has made an application to the LMRWD Cost Share Program

every year for four years. 2019 was the final phase of its project to improve a buffer around a stormwater pond in the
center of the townhome development. The homeowners have methodically removed invasive species and replanted the
area with native species. The final phase of the project removed grass and invasive species on a steep slope on the south
end of the pond. The last phase was the largest area of all the projects. The Homeowner's Association asked for an
extension of the deadline to complete the project because the amount weather conditions in 2019 did not allow for
completion of the project. The Board extended the deadline to July 30, 2020.

The Board approved this application at the April 2019 Board meeting for an amount not to exceed $2,100.00. The amount
requested for reimbursement is $2,129.17. The increase in the cost is due to the increase in plant material between 2019
and 2020. The Applicant did contact me about the increase and it was approved.

The project is now complete and the Association is requesting reimbursement for the costs. | visited the project June 30th
and it turned out very well. A final report is attached along with receipts and documentation of the volunteer hours spent.

The Homeowners are very pleased with the results of the project. It attracts lots of pollinators and other wildlife that they
have not seen in the area before.

Pond Area Improvement Project Completion Narrative

Chimney Pines Homeowner’s Association of Eden Prairie with the help of the Lower Minnesota
River Valley Watershed District completed the fourth and final area around our rain run off
retention pond on June 24, 2020.

In May of 2019 our committee started work on the fourth and final phase of our retention pond
project. This phase was the largest, over 40,000 square feet, and the area with the most invasive
vegetation. The area is a very steep hillside and with all of the heavy rains in the summer of
2019 we had to be very careful in how we staged removing invasive weeds to prevent soil
erosion. Some of the invasive vegetation we removed included garlic mustard, Tatarian
honeysuckle, buckthorn, grapevine, Reed canary grass, crown vetch, nightshade, Hoary allysum,
field bindweed, white campion, common mullein and leafy spurge. As we removed invasive
vegetation we covered the area with sheets of cardboard and held it in place with the dried
vegetation we were removing. This method helped limit erosion but was very time consuming.

During this process we discovered many wonderful native plants including Joepye weed,
Jewelweed, blueflag iris, sensitive fern, blue vervain, ironweed, yarrow, prairie onion, Common
milkweed, rattlesnake master, wild bergamot, Golden Alexander and Soloman’s seal. We tried
0 save as many of our great naiive finds as possible.

Our committee of workers is made up mostly of retirees and last summer several had health
challenges which also slowed our progress on completing this phase of our project. We are most
grateful to the Watershed for allowing us to extend our project completion date to the end of July
2020.

The City of Eden Prairie was giving residents a bare root sapling tree for Arbor Day 2019.
Several committee members selected Redbud saplings which were planted around the pond area.
Many of the saplings have survived which will help stop soil erosion and provide us with a
beautiful spring blooming season for years to come.

In late April 2020 we bagged all of the dried invasive vegetation to prevent any chance of them

reseeding the areas we wanted to plant. The sheets of cardboard had decomposed enough that it
was easy to plant our new small native plants through them. We then covered the area between

plants with ground up leaf mulch picked up last fall from our front yards and stored on premises
over the winter. We hope this will slow down growth of the bindweed and other invasive weeds
and help hold motsture until our new plants are established.

The committee worked weekdays and weekends tirelessly to compiete this final phase of our rain
run off retention pond project as well as maintaining our past projects.

Project Status | Complete

The Board of Managers approved this project at the April 2019 meeting. This is the final phase
of a project to add a perennial buffer around a storm water pond that received storm water
from a townhome development of 50 homes. This area had become overgrown with invasive
and other undesirable plant species. The project area included a steep slope.

The project completion date was extended to July 31, 2020, because weather conditions in
2019 did not allow for work to be completed by the original project deadline

Project Description

The first project was funded by the LMRWD in 2016 and the second in 2017. A third phase
was completed in 2018. 2019 is the final phase of the project. The homeowners removed in-
vasive and other undesirable species and with the completion of this project have replanted
the entire shore-land around a regional storm water pond. This final phase was the most am-
bitious phase of the project. Residents have been able to address erosion caused by roof
drains and sump pumps that drain to the pond by locating deep rooted plants in areas that
have been subject to erosion.

This phase of the project covered a steep slope located on the south end of the pond that was
planted with grass and crown vetch; a species that was used for erosion control and has be-
come invasive. The homeowners replaced the grass and crown vetch with native prairie that
will improve water quality in the pond and reduce maintenance needs.

Hennepin County has used this project on tours for new students in the Master Water Stew-
ard program. They use it as example of what can be done by volunteers. | visited the site
June 30th and the project has turned out extremely well. The homeowners say the water
quality in the pond continues to improve in clarity and has noticeably less algae growth.

The Homeowners have been maintaining the previous plantings, which are doing very well.
The residents have reported seeing lots of wildlife that they have not seen before, turtles
(including a snapping turtle) wood ducks, snakes, salamanders, many different varieties of
birds and of course, deer and raccoons.

The Board has been invited to visit the project

Those
plants were left in place and new diverse native species were
inter-planted.

Residents created a trail
around the pond so they would
have access to maintain the
area and also so they could
enjoy the area. They have said
it is a favorite spot for grand-
children.
